· Farmer Producer Organizations (FPOs): Strengthening FPOs for collective bargaining power, capacity building, and economies of scale.
5. Infrastructure and Technology Investment
· Market Infrastructure: Enhancing warehousing and cold storage to reduce post-harvest losses.
· Block chain Technology: Utilizing block chain for produce traceability to improve transparency and trust in markets.
· Small Farm Technologies: Developing solutions tailored for marginal farmers to increase productivity and reduce costs.

· NCCSD to organize a discussion on MSP legalization and its implications.
· Dr. Kirit Shelat to lead the development of a balanced MSP framework.
4. Research and Development:
· Agricultural universities to promote small-scale technologies and establish market intelligence hubs.
· NDDB to explore cooperative models for non-dairy commodities.
5. Communication and Compilation:
· Presentations to be compiled by Dr. Kalamkar, for comprehensive documentation.
